INSTRUCTIONS FOR USE
» Screw the hand biltong multi slicer onto a suitable table top.
» Adjust the thickness to what you prefer by turning the adjustable knob.

* Place the biltong at the edge of the blade and turn the handle for cutting.
» Fit a bowl or optional biltong bakkie to catch your biltong slices.

* Remove the slices from time to time, to prevent it building up on the inside of the
slicer.

CLEANING

* Hand wash with soap and warm water or simply wipe with a damp cloth.
STORAGE

« Store in a clean, dry place away from children.

TROUBLE SHOOTING

After prolonged use, the blade can be sharpened.

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HANDLE ASSEMBLY

As shown in the image above. Screw the bolt into the biltong slicer arm with the handle in place, and
secure with the nut provided at the back.
